RIG & YAJUR Veda UPAKARMA  
 
Upākarma is conducted once a year during the shravana or Dhaniṣṭhā nakṣatra of the Hindu calendrical month Śrāvana. This helps Hindus 
ritually change their upanayana thread accompanied by relevant śrauta rituals, making śrāddha offerings to the rishis, whom Hindus believe 
composed the Vedic hymns. The day, also called Śrāvana Pūrnima "Full Moon of Śrāvana" in other parts of India, usually occurs the day after 
the Śravana nákṣatra, which also marks the Onam festival of Kerala. 
 
Devotees who wish to use the services of our learned temple priests can visit the temple according to their convenience on Sunday August 10, 
2014 at any of the following times:

Batch 2 -  7:30 a.m. to 8:30 a.m. (No homam)
